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A MESSAGE FROM THE VAVS CHAIRPERSON

I want to take this opportunity to thank all the Lion’s club that have made the last few
years at the V.A.V.S. Bingo nights such a success and a joy to do. A few years ago | had
the rules for the bingo parties printed and since there have been a change or two | would
like to print them again so that all will be aware of the changes and can keep a copy for
your club records.

1. Lions clubs sign up at the beginning of the year with the V.A.V.S. Chairperson for
the month they want to be responsible for.

2. It is held at the Veterans Hospital in Salisbury in the activity room of Building 6. It
is held on the 4™ Monday of the month unless that falls on a holiday, then it is usually the
3" Monday. Bingo starts at 7:00PM so the club members should be there by 6:30PM to
get ready. The V.A. has its own bingo caller and supplies. The club only has to pass out
bingo prizes and serve the refreshments.

3. We now have $150 that is allowed each month to cover the cost of the bingo prizes
and refreshments. The club must use their own money up front but will be reimbursed
when the V.A.V.S. Chairperson turns in the receipts for the refreshments (no receipts are
needed for the bingo prizes) along with the report to the District Treasurer. The money
will be sent directly to the club’s secretary. If receipts are given the night of the bingo it
speeds up the process. Each club can decide how much of the $150 goes for bingo prizes
and how much goes toward the refreshments.

4. Prizes for the Bingos are $1.00 for each Bingo (usually given out in gold coins if
possible) with some monies held back for a coverall Bingo at the end.

5. Refreshments are provided by the Lions Club hosting the Bingo. There are usually
60 to 65 people there but there may be less at times. Only light snacks (finger foods) are
suggested such as sandwiches, cookies, crackers, potato chips, pickles, etc. There are
some diabetics there so keep them in mind when planning the food. We also provide the
drinks. It is best to get the liter bottles as the V.A. has a large dispenser which makes it
easy to pour. Please bring all diet or regular and the same type of soda as it makes it much
easier to serve. There is ice there so the soda doesn’t have to be chilled. The V.A. also
provides all the paper plates, napkins and cups. Any snacks or drinks left over should be
left for the veterans in the wards that can’t come down, as you are reimbursed for them
anyway.

6. The V.AV.S. Chairperson or representative will be present each month to
document who worked the Bingo, collect all receipts and answer any questions you may
have.

7. The kitchen is to be left in the same condition that we found it in, which takes only a
few minutes. The evening is usually over by 8:00 or 8:30p.m., at the latest.

8. If for any reason you need to cancel for the month you have chosen, let the V.A.V.S.
Chairperson know ahead of time so other arrangements can be made. We don’t like to
disappoint the veterans if possible.

There are only 12 months a year so if any 2 clubs would like to work together on a
month that would be great. We would like to get all the clubs involved at least once in



doing a Bingo. It is such a blessing to give back to those who have given so much for us. |
pray that we never forget our motto: “WE SERVE”!!IIIII

SECRETARY/TREASURER’S NOTES

Please check with your club treasurer to verify that club dues for the first half of 2006-2007 have
been sent to International and to District 31E. International dues in the amount of $19.50 per
member, cover the period from July 1* to December 31% and are due July 21%. District dues for
the first half of the Lion’s year, in the amount of $8.00 plus $3.00 for the District 31E Mid-Winter
Convention are due September 10". District dues for the second half of the Lion year will be only
$8.00 per member. District dues are used to cover District expenses, such as NC Lions State dues.
Out of forty three clubs, dues for thirty seven clubs are current, dues for only six clubs are late.
We hope to receive complete payment within the next week or two. Thank you for your attention
to this important request.
