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NOTICE OF PROPOSED CHANGES TO  

DISTRICT CONSTITUTION AND BY-LAWS 
 

This is a report from the committee appointed by District Governor Eudy to review and make a recommendation whether 
or not to add the position of 2nd Vice District Governor.  The recommendation is to be presented at the next District 
Cabinet Meeting.  The committee met and reviewed what other districts have done, are doing, and what Lions Clubs 
International has to say about this position. 
After careful review and much discussion the committee concluded that the establishment of a position of 2nd Vice 
District Governor, with detailed specifications and duties expected, would be a benefit to both the candidate and the 
District.  The committee reviewed the duties for the District Governor and Vice District Governor as outlined in the 
District 31-E  Constitution and By-Laws and make the recommendations as follows, first in the Constitution and then in 
the By-Laws. 
 
31-E District Constitution recommended changes: 

ARTICLE IV 
District Organization 

             Section 1:  CABINET AND OFFICERS.  The district shall have a district cabinet composed of the district 
governor, the immediate past district governor, the vice district governor, the region chairpersons (if the position is 
utilized during the district governor’s term), the zone chairpersons and a cabinet secretary-treasurer or a cabinet secretary 
and a cabinet treasurer.  The members of the district cabinet shall be the officers of the district.  Each such officer shall 
be a member in good standing of a Lions club in good standing in the district. 
             Section 2: ELECTION OF DISTRICT GOVERNOR/VICE DISTRICT GOVERNOR.  The district governor 
and vice district governor shall be elected at the annual convention of the district.  The district shall elect or the district 
governor shall appoint, by the time he/she takes office, the cabinet secretary-treasurer or a cabinet secretary and a cabinet 
treasurer, one region chairperson for each region (if the position is utilized during the district governor’s term), and one 
zone chairperson for each zone, in the district, and such other club members as may be included in this section. 

SUGGESTED CHANGE: 
             Section 1: CABINET AND OFFICERS.  The district shall have a district cabinet composed of the district 
governor, the immediate past district governor, the vice district governor, 2nd vice district governor, the region 
chairpersons (if the position is utilized during the district governor’s term), the zone chairpersons and a cabinet 
secretary-treasurer or a cabinet secretary and a cabinet treasurer.  The members of the district cabinet shall be the officers 
of the district.  Each such officer shall be a member in good standing of a Lions club in good standing in the district. 

Section 2: ELECTION OF DISTRICT GOVERNOR/VICE DISTRICT GOVERNOR/2nd VICE DISTRICT 
GOVERNOR.  The district governor, vice district governor and 2nd vice district governor shall be elected at the annual 
convention of the district.  The district shall elect or the district governor shall appoint, by the time he/she takes office 
the cabinet secretary-treasurer or a cabinet secretary and a cabinet treasurer, one region chairperson for each region (if 
the position is utilized during the district governor’s term), and one zone chairperson for each zone, in the district, and 
such other club members as may be included in this section. 

31-E District By-Laws recommended changes: 
ARTICLE III 

District Nominations, Elections and Appointments 
ADD: 
             Section 4:  2nd VICE DISTRICT GOVERNOR ELECTION PROCEDURES.  Any member of a club in the 
district seeking the office of 2nd vice district governor shall file his/her intention to so run in writing with the Nominating 
Committee prior to the day of its report to the convention, and furnish evidence of his/her compliance with the same 
qualifications for vice district governor as set out in the International Constitution and By-Laws.  The Nominating 
Committee shall place in nomination at the district convention the names of all candidates so qualified.  If none are so 
received and /or so qualified, then, but then only, nominations for the office may be made from the floor.  Each candidate 
shall be allowed one nominating speech of no more than five (5) minutes duration, and one seconding speech of no more 
than three (3) minutes duration.

(a)  Further the purposes of this association, and 
(b)  Familiarize himself/herself with the office of vice district governor and district governor so, in the event of a 

vacancy, he/she will be better prepared to assume the duties of said office, and 
(c)  Perform such administrative duties as may be assigned to him/her by the district governor, and 
(d)  He/she shall assist the district governor in arrangements for district level meetings, and 
(e)  He/she shall actively attend cabinet and state council meetings, and  
(f)   Participate in the preparation of the district budget, and 
(g)  Be actively engaged in all matters to be continued during the next year, and 
(h)  May serve on the NCLF (North Carolina Lions Foundation) Board of Directors.

In addition to the above changes, the Chairman of the District Constitution and By-Laws Committee recommends the 
following change so that the district is in compliance with Lions Clubs International.
