To submit your 2008-2009 Club Officers (PU101) ONLINE,
please refer to the following instructions. Please be sure to up-
date the membership information prior to adding the new offi-
cer.

Log on to the Membership site

Click the Club link in the yellow bar

Click Club Officers

Click the Add button located under the title “ Next Year”
Select the Title from the drop down list

Click the Officer’s name in the list of members

Click the Add link

Click the Submit button

The above procedure needs to be done for the president, sec-
retary and treasurer. When you are finished adding the officers
for next year, you can print the completed PU-101 form by
clicking on the Reports link and clicking the Print button next to
the Officer Reporting Form (PU-101). For more detailed in-
structions see page 8 of the Quick Reference Guide.

Please make sure your bills are paid on time!

The following policy was approved by Lions Clubs International
to cover non-payment of bills. This change in policy was nec-
essary because many Clubs were accumulating large un-
healthy balances over 90 days in excess of $1,000. Any Club
which has an unpaid balance in excess of $20 per member or
$1,000 per club, whichever is less, outstanding past 150 days
will be automatically suspended including the charter, rights,
privileges, and obligation of the Lions Club for a period not to
exceed 90 days. In the event the Club does not reach a good
standing within the suspension period, their charter will be
automatically canceled.

New Due Date for monthly membership reports
Beginning April 2008, there will be a change in the due
dates for submitting your monthly membership reports to
LCI.

1. Online reports must now be entered by the last day of the
current month. Secretaries, what this means is if you fail
to send your June report to LCI in the month of June, your
club will be billed for dues based on your May membership
numbers.

2. Paper reports mailed to LCI must be received by the 20th
