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CSFII Update from Lion Harvey Whitley 
What is one day? 
In one day, more than 1,300 men, women and children worldwide lose their sight 
to preventable blindness. What is one day to Lions? To Lions, a day is measured 
in the amount of service they can deliver to their communities and the world, and 
most importantly, to those individuals in danger of losing their sight. A telling 
example of what Lions can accomplish in just one day is an effort organized by 
Dr. Giovanni Rigone, past international director and CSFII national coordinator 
for Italy. He worked with Lions in districts across Italy (MD 108) to organize a 
national Campaign SightFirst II Day in May 2007. “The idea was to ask clubs to 
go into their communities to raise funds for CSFII and save sight,” says Rigone. 
“We as Lions had an opportunity to act together in solidarity for the cause closest 
to us–service to sight.” By day’s end, more than 320 clubs were invited, resulting 
in an additional US$415,000 raised for CSFII. The funds raised for CSFII during 
that one day have the power to save the sight of more than 70,000 people through 
Lions’ SightFirst program–all in a day’s work for Lions. When asked why their 
national Campaign SightFirst II Day efforts were so successful, Rigone is quick 
to reply. “Lions, of course!” “What makes a Campaign SightFirst II Day 
successful is that Lions believe in the cause and have the right motivation,” says 
Cesare Diazzi, a past district governor from Italy and Campaign SightFirst II Day 
organizer. “It was only one day for these Lions, but their service will equal a 
lifetime of sight for thousands of individuals across the world.”  
Acting Globally 
Lions worldwide can accomplish the same for CSFII, but on a much larger scale. 
During the week of May 11-17, 2008, Lions around the world are encouraged to 
select one day as their Campaign SightFirst II Day. During this week, Lions 
Clubs International will summon its nearly 45,000 Lions clubs to do one thing: 
save sight by acting for CSFII. Lions clubs will participate by joining with their 
fellow club members to raise funds, make pledges, designate new Melvin Jones 
Fellowships (MJF), make Club Commitments and more. Whatever action they 

choose for CSFII, it will prove to be an important and symbolic day not only for the campaign, but for the 
entire association. “Over the last three years, thousands of Lions and clubs have spent countless days raising 
funds to save sight,” says Dr. Tae-Sup Lee, past international president and CSFII chairperson. “Now, we are 
asking all Lions and all clubs who are excited about our success to dedicate one day, one unified action, to 
Campaign SightFirst II.”  
Power of Lions, Power in Service 
Lions have already surpassed their $150 million minimum CSFII goal, but funds raised through Campaign 
SightFirst II Day and the final weeks of CSFII will help Lions advance toward their US$200 million “Vision 
for All” challenge goal.  
Club Commitments will be an especially important part of many clubs’ Campaign SightFirst II Day actions 
for sight. Through commitments, Lions have an opportunity to make a much larger impact on preventable 
blindness because commitments can be fulfilled over three to five years. Many clubs are committing to 
designate not one MJF, but three MJFs for CSFII over three years. By doing so, a club can honor its members 
while honoring sight and increasing the number of people saved from blindness from 167 to as many as 500.  
“Just as Lions have succeeded over the last three years of CSFII, they are sure to succeed in this effort,” says 
Dr. Lee. “Campaign SightFirst II Day is just one day, but Lions can provide a lifetime of sight to individuals 
around the world. When Lions act in the spirit of service, there is little, even the darkness of blindness, that 
can stop the power of our service.”
