The Lions Services Eye Clinic 
has served over 35,000 patients 
since it was established in 1997.  
The patients served cannot afford 
the proper eye healthcare to pre-
serve their sight and prevent blind-
ness.  Approximately 17,000, 
nearly 49%, of these patients are 
school children referred by the 
community school nurses, who 
always report a significant change 
in the student after receiving the 
gift of sight made available to them 
through services offered at the Eye 
Clinic.  Ophthalmologists and op-
tometrists volunteer their time and 
service to perform examinations, 
and staff opticians fit the patients 
with prescription eyeglasses. 

Patients range in age from 
eight months to 100 years old and 

qualify for services based on their 
income.  Medicaid is accepted for 
payment, but when the patient is 
not covered under this program, 
Eye Clinic staff send an invoice 
and completed NCLF matching 
funds form for a patient served who 
cannot afford to pay for the eye 
care received, to a Lions Club, on a 
rotating basis across the district, 
starting in the patientôs home town 
or county, requesting a voluntary 
sponsorship of the patient.  Since 
sponsorship is voluntary, the Lions 
Club can decide their participation 
in the community service program 
provided by the Lions Services Eye 
Clinic.  

During March 2009, each Lions 
Club in District 31-E received a vol-
untary sponsorship request.  The 

patient sponsorship program was 
explained by Philip Murph at the 
October 2008 District Cabinet 
Meeting held at Lions Services.  
Since participation is offered to 
Lions Clubs on a voluntary basis, 
these invoices do not require pay-
ment, but the Eye Clinic should be 
informed if the Club is declining the 
request.  Lions Clubs outside of 
Mecklenburg County will not 
receive future invoices unless 
requested by the Club. 

On behalf of the patients 
served at the Lions Services Eye 
Clinic, we want to thank those who 
volunteer to assist us with fulfilling 
the Lion motto.
