assistance. What Lions are doing is becoming 

involved in the Individual Assistance Program. 

Through this program the NC Lions will provide dis-

aster preparedness and assistance through outreach, 

assisting at recovery centers, canvassing commu-

nities, distributing educational materials, and prepar-

ing and distributing Emergency Preparedness Kits. If 

you would like for your Lions club to become part of 

this endeavor, you are asked to complete an on-line 

training course offered by the National Incident 

Management System through the Federal Emergency 

Management Association (FEMA). There are three 

courses to assist Lions in helping their communities 

following a natural disaster.  Lions Club International 

will provide an emergency grant of up to $10,000 to 

districts in North Carolina where a disaster occurs. 

The funds are for meeting immediate needs such  as 

food, water, clothing and medical supplies.  

There are also links at the above mentioned Web 

Sight to news, weather and travel advisories and 

Homeland Security preparedness plans. You will also 

find an emergency supply list. This list will help you 

put together an emergency supply kit with such items 

as a gallon of water per person per day for at least 3 

days, a 3 day supply of non-perishable food, battery-

powered or hand-crank radio, flashlight and batteries, 

first aid kit, and a can opener for the cans of food. It 

is recommended that individuals make 2 kits, one for 

the home and a small portable kit for the vehicle. 

These web sights educate and empower the public to 

prepare and respond to potential emergencies. For 

more information contact:

Raleigh Hilton 
Lion Eberhard Wirfs, 1st Vice 

President of Lions Clubs Interna-

tional, will be the honored guest 

speaker at the 2009 North Carolina 

Lions State Convention. The 86th 

annual convention will be held at 

the North Raleigh Hilton April 30-

May 3. If you are planning to 

attend the event, you will notice 

that the regular convention sched-

ule has changed. That is because 

the convention will be combined 

with the quarterly Council of 

Governorsô and North Carolina 

Lions Foundation meetings, which 

are normally held on the first 

weekend in May. State Convention 

Chairperson Herbert A. Justice 

stated that holding multiple meet-

ings on the same weekend, along 

with regular convention activities, 

has caused the convention commit-

tee to eliminate some usual pro-

grams, such as seminars and 

individual committee meetings. 

Because of the added meetings, the 

convention will start Thursday 

instead of the usual Friday. 

The Council of Governors will 

hold a work session Thursday 

night and their regular council 

meeting Friday afternoon. The 

NCLF will hold a caucus Friday 

afternoon to discuss the budget 

followed by 

their regular board of directors 

meeting Saturday afternoon. The 

NCLF annual meeting with elec-

tion of Foundation officers will be 

held Sunday afternoon. Certifica-

tion of delegates will be Saturday 

afternoon and Sunday morning. 

Also, the regular convention 

business sessions will be Saturday 

and Sunday mornings. Even with 

the tight schedule, Justice said the 

committee has planned an exciting 

convention with reasonable prices 

for attendees. There will be an 

Expo with booths representing 

various service organizations and 

products for sale. NCLF staffers 

will be selling and accepting 

tickets for the Camp Dogwood 

raffle. Pin traders also will have 

tables displaying Lions pins for 

sale. A hospitality room will be 

open on Friday and Saturday. The 

Lions Annual Golf Tournament, a 

captainôs choice format, will be 

held Friday morning at the RGA 

Golf Course in Raleigh. In honor 

of our International visitor, the 

convention will feature a German-

themed Fun Night on Friday, 

complete with ñThe Little German 

Band and Dancersò providing the 

entertainment. On Saturday morn-

ing will be the Tail Twisters 

Breakfast and Auction, followed 

by a question-and-answer session 

featuring Lions International 1st 

VP Wirfs and 2nd VP Sid L. 

Scruggs III. Lion Justice noted that 

this will be the first North Carolina 

convention to feature two current 

Lions International leaders in 

attendance. The town hall-style 

meeting will be an excellent 

opportunity to ask questions of our 

leadership about the programs of 

our International Association. For 

those not wishing to attend the 

Saturday meetings, the committee 

has planned two Raleigh-area tours 

with transportation provided. The 

first tour offered will be of the 

historic WRAL Gardens where the 

azaleas and other flowering plants 

will be in full bloom. The optional 

tour is another historic landmark, 

the North Carolina State Capitol 

Building, along with stopping at 

state museums. The cost of the 

tours is $5 per person. The District 

Governorsô Banquet will be held 

Saturday night with Wirfs as the 

keynote speaker. Registration for 

all meals, excluding the Past 

District Governorsô Luncheon, 

will cost only $57. Past 

district governors planning to 

attend their annual luncheon 

will pay an additional $17 per 

person.

Lions Rededicate Memorial 

to Founder Melvin Jones 
Lions will gather in the Arizona dessert on Jan. 10 to rededicate a memorial to the founder of Lions Clubs. 

Melvin Jones was born on Jan. 13, 1879 in Fort Thomas, Arizona. As a young man, Jones made his home in 

Chicago, became associated with an insurance firm and in 1913 formed his own agency. He soon joined the 

Business Circle, a businessmenôs luncheon group, and was shortly elected secretary. This group was one of 

many at that time devoted solely to promoting the financial interests of their membership. Because of their 

limited appeal, they were destined to disappear. Jones, however, had other plans.  

ñWhat if these men,ò he asked, ñwho are successful because of their drive, intelligence and ambition were 

to put their talents to work improving their communities?ò Thus, at his invitation, delegates from menôs clubs 

met in Chicago to lay the ground-work for such an organization and on June 7, 1917, Lions Clubs Interna-

tional was born. Jones eventually abandoned his insurance agency to devote himself full time to Lions at its 

international headquarters in Chicago. It was under his dynamic leadership that Lions Clubs earned the pres-

tige necessary to attract civic-minded members. 

The associationôs founder was also recognized as a leader outside the association. One of his greatest 

honors was in 1945 when he represented Lions Clubs International as a consultant in San Francisco at the 

organization of the United Nations. 

Jones, the man whose personal code ñYou canôt get very far until you start doing something for somebody 

elseò became a guiding principle for public-spirited people the world over, died June 1, 1961 at 82. 

And a very special thank you to all who had any 

part in the planning and execution of the 

festivities.  To those who brought goodies for the 

hospitality room; to those who worked and smiled 

tirelessly there; to the quiet behind the scenes 

machinations of many including PDG Ron Staley & 

PCC Diane Whitley; to our official greeters, the 

Gold Hill Lions; to our out-of-district adopted 

members ï your contributions are invaluable and ap-

preciated more than we can tell you 

The District 31-E family is the most wonderful 

group of people I can imagine to work with.  What a 

pleasure it continues to be to serve along side 

District Governor Gordon and Lion Dixie and 1st 

Vice District Governor Elect Gary Steele and Lion
