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     Many Lions have asked about the availability and quality of 
brooms from Industries of the Blind in Greensboro and also where 
the brooms are manufactured.
      The Greensboro facility can no longer produce brooms due to 
outdated equipment and cost constraints.  They have been search-
ing for a U.S. vendor that would provide quality pre-made brooms at 
a reasonable cost, but have not yet been successful in that venture.  
Therefore, in order to continue to supply Lions Clubs with brooms at 
a reasonable price, a vendor from Mexico has been secured who 
can provide the brooms at a lower cost than their American counter-
parts.  These are wound brooms very similar to those that were 
manufactured in Greensboro.
    The Lions Club brooms are a very small portion of IOB sales.  
The government requires that the blindworker ratio be 40% sighted 
and 60% blind workers.  They assemble pens in Greensboro, which 
are sold  to government agencies, such as Army/Air Force Base 
Service Stores & commissaries.  These are ALL assembled by blind 
workers.  
     They  also make clipboards and mops manufactured by mostly 
bind workers.  They sew for the government items such as physical 

fitness pants, T-shirts, helmet covers, camouflage bags for the 
servicemen's gear, detailed camouflage bags that hold water 
that the service men carry on their back to drink. They em-

ploy at least the minimum percent of blind workers on that 
due to the complexity of that item.  The scrubbers are to-
tally made by the blind as well as the mopheads.

     "Please feel free to come and visit," according to IOB 
spokesperson Ms. Dale Barham. "We would love to give you a 

tour and let you see these extraordinary folks work!" 

    NC House Appropriations 
Subcommittee for DHHS has 
proposed a Special Provision that 
would ultimately result in the 
closing Governor Morehead 
School for the Blind in Raleigh 
and distributing its students be-
tween the deaf schools in Wilson 
and
Morganton.
     Here is the reference:  
DRAFT SPECIAL PROVISION 
2009-DHHS-H29 --
"SECTION 10.57B.(a) 
There is transferred from the 
Office of Education Services
Trust Fund, Budget Code 66424, 
the sum of . . . $175,321 to the 
Office of Education Services 
General Fund, Budget Code 
14424. These funds shall be 
used to support the operations of 

the North Carolina School for the 
Deaf at Morganton, Eastern 
North Carolina School for the 
Deaf at Wilson, and Governor 
Morehead School for the Blind. 
Donations and bequests to these 
schools shall be used in accor-
dance with their designated pur-
pose."
     New students will not be en-
rolled at the Gov. Morehead 
School for 2009-2010 or 2010- 
2011 so as to decrease the popu-
lation and lead to closing of the 
Governor Morehead School for 
the Blind.
