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Hello Lions,
     It is hard to believe it, but we 
have only three months left in this 
Lion’s year. And that means that 
we are quickly approaching the 
end of our 2009-2010 statewide fi-
nancial campaign to raise 
$775,500 for the North Carolina 
Lions Foundation.
     As of March 25, Lions Clubs 
have contributed $489,639 to the 
Foundation through the 
Humanitarian- White Cane pro-
gram. In order to meet our goal, 
the Lions must raise another 
$285,861 by June 30.
     North Carolina’s Lions
have been raising White Cane 
money since 1946. Back then we 
were raising money for the N.C. 
State Association for the Blind, 
now known as our Foundation. 
Back then the money was used to 
support the programs and serv-
ices offered by the Association, 
the same purpose that we raise 
White Cane money today.
     In the latest edition of The 
Lion Advocate, our statewide 
Foundation newspaper, NCLF 
President John Miller says that for 
the second year in a row, the 
NCLF is running short of money 
for matching funds and white 
canes. 
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     “Because we are unable or un-
willing to reach our White Cane 
goals, the blind and local Lions 
Clubs will suffer before this year 
ends unless we rally the call,” he 
said.
     Miller questions whether we, 
as Lions, have lost our way. He 
says we have accepted a defeatist 
attitude. 
     “We the Lions 
who were once so 
vocal, so involved, 
so instrumental in 
creating opportuni-
ties and leading 
the way have be-
gun to lose our 
way." 
     Are we, as 
members of the 
world’s largest 
service club or-
ganization and 
owners of our 
Foundation, ready 
to accept defeat? 
Let’s hope not! 
     In District 31-
E, our clubs have 
contributed 
$106,104 to White 
Cane. That 
means we have 
raised almost 64 

percent of our district goal of 
$166,000.
     As the largest district in North 
Carolina, our contributions account 
for about 22 percent of the total in-
come through the White Cane pro-
gram. That means the 62 clubs in 
our district have a lot riding on our 
shoulders.

     49 clubs in our district have 
made some sort of contribution 
to White Cane this year.
     19  clubs in the district have 
met or surpassed Governor 
Theresa Matthews' minimum 
wish goal of $115 per member.  
     9 clubs in the district have 
contributed 10 percent more this 
year then they gave in 2008-
2009.

          31 clubs in the district have 
made White Cane contributions, 
but have not reached the mini-
mum goal set by the governor.
