The day began with a colorful and heartfelt year-end Awards Ceremony conducted by outgoing District
Governor Theresa Matthews, after which, the assemblage retired to a fine luncheon in the church’s Fellowship
Hall. After the luncheon, Past Council Chair Gary Greene of the Hamlet Lions Club installed the District Cabinet.

Instead of fines, Beck
asked only for a donation for White Cane. $142.00 collected.

PDG Jim Walker was appointed Parliamentarian.

PDG Bennie Pugh (Thomasville) presented the Minutes of the May 2010 meeting . A motion to accept the
minutes was made by Chris Beck (Franklin Ellis); seconded by Wayne Kennerly (Salisbury). Motion Passed.
Pugh continued with the June 30, Year- end Treasurer’'s Report . He stated the difference in Total Admin
Income should be $1467.42 instead of $212.92, as the balance forward was not added to the $212.92.
