�������� Call to Order: District Governor Theresa Matthews:
 Governor Theresa called the cabinet meeting to order at 1:30 p.m. She thanked everyone for the large turnout.
�� Pledge: 1st VDG Gary Steele (Cleveland).
�� Invocation: Lion Butch Conrad (Davis-Townsend).
�� Open Remark from DG Matthews:
�� Theresa introduced ID Debra and Steve Wasserman (Minnesota), and PID Lacy Presnell (Raleigh Host) and asked if either 
 would like to speak.
�� Theresa reported on email she had received from LCIF regarding the Haiti earthquake. There was a $50,000.00 grant sent 
 immediately. PCC Whitley (Benton Heights) stated that District LCIF Chair David Smoot (Thomasville) would be accepting 
 personal donations to be submitted to LCIF for Haitian relief.
�� DG Theresa reported that we have some members with addresses that are incorrect on LCI mailing list. She read the list of 
 clubs with problems and asked that these be corrected.
�� Theresa stated that she had an NCLF report on district funds submitted. This is available for all to view. 
�� Everyone was encouraged to visit vendors located outside the room.

�� Everyone present may vote in the cabinet meeting, but only certified delegates may vote in the election, which we will hold 
 later.
�� Appointment of a Parliamentarian:
�� Lion Ron Staley (Concord) was appointed as parliamentarian. 
�� Tail Twisting : District Tail Twister Theresa Munyon (Denton), Chris Beck (Franklin-Ellis ) fined everyone a dollar and col-
 lected the fines. $172.00 collected. 
�� Reading of the Minutes of the October Cabinet Meeting:
 Laraine Dupree (Wingate) made a motion to approve minutes as mailed in the newsletter. Liz Steele (Cleveland) seconded and 
 the motion was approved. 
�� October 2009 Financial Report:
 CST David Smoot (Thomasville) presented the report (copy enclosed) and asked for questions. There were none, so David 
 Miller (W. Lexington) made a motion to accept the report. Kirby Matthews (Denton) seconded and the report was accepted.  
�� Old Business:
�� 1st VDG Gary Steele (Cleveland) made a motion to bring tabled items (October minutes) requested for Salisbury VA 
 Hospital programs to the floor. These are funds for wheelchair race attendee and two additional Bingo parties. There was a 
 second to the motion by Elizabeth Rummage (Gold Hill ). This was approved. 
�� The original motion to fund these items, $500.00 for a wheel chair participant to travel to games in Iowa, and two additional 
 Bingo parties, was made in October. The original motion stands to approve both requests presented by Linda Van Vleet 
 (Gold Hill ). Discussion: We have funds available in district accounts. The original motion was approved.
�� DG Theresa requested that someone make a motion to remove tabled item (request for traveling funds by Mike Schwartz) 
 and bring it the floor for discussion. 
�� Tim Williams (Linwood) made the motion to bring the tabled request by 2nd VDG Mike Schwartz (Gastonia Evening) to the 
 floor for discussion. Bob Rummage (Gold Hill ) seconded. The motion was approved.
�� Mike Schwartz (Gastonia Evening) explained that he is serving on the USA Canada Forum committee next year. Mike stated 
 that the Forum committee will fund his trips for the next two years and will not need District 31-E Forum travel funds (next 
 two years). He requests that funds, which are to be budgeted for Forum Travel for the next two years, be diverted to this year 
 to reimburse his travel expenses incurred this year.
